Trine/FHS Dual Credit Course Enrollment  
 

The following courses will be offered at Fremont High School for dual credit 

during the 2010 -2011 school  year:  

Pre-Calculus/Trigonometry     (4 credit hours) 
Discrete Mathematics/College Algebra     (3 credit hours) 
Calculus I     (4 credit hours) 
U.S. History/American History I     (3 credit hours) 
Sociology     (3 credit hours) 

Psychology     (3 credit hours) 
Microeconomics/Principles of Microeconomics     (3 credit hours) 
Introduction to Literature/Composition I     (6 credit hours) 

 

If you have requested one or more of the above courses and would like to 

earn dual credit, you must do the following:  

Apply to Trine Middle College at trine.edu/middlecollege 
Confirm with Mrs. Miller that you have registered.  All transcripts will be sent 

together at the end of May. 
Once Trine receives your completed application and transcript, a bill will be sent 

to your home. 

Other important informationé 

The cost of dual credit courses is $100 per credit hour. 
The only cost for books is the general book fee charged by FHS. 
Tuition may be waived for those students who qualify for free or reduced 

lunches.  Students must qualify for free/reduced lunch at the time of regis-
tration at Trine in order to have tuition waived 

Tuition is due to Trine University by 4 p.m. on August 2. 
The last day to drop a dual credit course for a full refund is August 30. 
To drop a dual credit course, you must see Mrs. Miller and contact Kelly 

Stout.  If you decide not to take a course for dual credit and fail to con-
tact Ms. Stout by August 30, you will not receive a full refund of your 
paid tuition.  

REMINDER:  In order for a dual credit course to fulfill Core 40 with Honors 
diploma requirements, Indiana law requires that the course be tran-
scripted by a college.  This means that your tuition must be paid in full 
and on time.  Failure to do so may jeopardize completion of the Core 
40 with Honors diploma.

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E-transcipts / Docufide  

What is E -transcipts / Docufide?  
Docufide is a national service provided by the state of 
Indiana that allows students to send their transcript to 
any college or university in the United States electroni-
cally. 
 

How does it work?  
Students sign into Docufide to request that a transcript 
be sent to one or more colleges.  Docufide sends an 
electronic request to FHS.  Mrs. Miller confirms that  
your transcript may be sent and Docufide sends it  
electronically to the colleges selected.  If your college 
requires any type of high school report or counselor  
report, an electronic copy accompanies the transcript 
request.  You will receive a confirmation email from 
Docufide when Mrs. Miller confirms and sends your  
information. 
 

What do I need to do?  
 Go to www.docufide.com. 

Select the blue tab on the left titled ñStudents and 
Parentsò.  Choose ñRegister with Docufideò. 

Enter ñFremont High Schoolò in the high school 
name field and select ñSearchò. 

Chooseò Fremont High Schoolò from the list that  
follows and click on ñContinueò.  Be sure to 
choose Fremont HS, Indiana NOT Fremont 
HS, Michigan.  

 At ñConfirm Your High Schoolò, select ñCurrently 
Enrolledò up until July 1, 2010. 

Next, you will be asked to submit your social security 
number and/or student number.  Both of these  

 

fields may be left blank.  The Guidance Office will 
not need either of them to confirm that you are/
were a student at FHS.  Click ñSave and Con-
tinueò. 

Enter your personal information in the yellow fields 
and select ñContinueò. 

Read the next section carefully and choose whether 
or not you wish to waive access to the reports 
submitted by FHS. 

Next, enter your email address and choose a pass-
word.  You may also choose optional services 
that are available. 

You should receive an email from Docufide within 
fifteen minutes.  Confirm your information by 
clicking the link found in the email.  Once this 
step is complete, you may order transcripts.   
If you donôt receive the email, check your junk 
email folders or spam files and make sure you 
allow emails from docufide.com. 

 

Now what?  
Once your school has sent your transcript electroni-

cally, you will receive confirmation by email from 
Docufide. 

 
Depending on the time of year, it can take colleges up to 
six weeks to process transcripts and confirm receipt to 
applicantsé..even electronically.  If you have concerns 
about delivery of your transcripts, contact Docufide at 
customerservice@docufide.com.  Contact Customer 
Service if you do not receive a confirmation email from 
them after placing an order.

The Building Trades class is near 
completion of our current project.  
The house is located approxi-
mately 1.3 miles east of the  
Angola High School on U.S. 20  
(a little east of the red caboose) 
on the north side of the road. 

 The house was built for 
Duane and Amy Gaerte. The con-
temporary ranch is 2300 sq. ft. 
with a full walk out basement and 
an 830 sq. ft. three car garage. 
The interior hosts 9 foot ceilings 
with 10 foot trays in the living 
room and the master suit. The 
master bath has a 4 
foot shower and a 6 foot 
long jetted tub as well 
as a walk in closet. The 
heating system is a 
geothermal unit that 
also provides heat  
assist for the water  

 

 

tanks, and the entire heat system 
is backed up by a top of the line 
wood burning fire place that can 
function as the primary heat 
source. A safe room has been 
built under the front porch for 
emergencies and storage. The 
house is coming together beauti-
fully and we would love for you to 
see it. 

 A total of 18 students, from 
Fremont, Angola, Hamilton, and 
the EOC have worked very hard 
to get the project to this stage.  
I canôt state enough how proud I 

am of their efforts. If you get a 
chance please congratulate 
them on all of their hard work.
